	Lesson Details             

	Topic: A Love Affair-Discussing a friend’s problem
Level:  1st grade of High School, B2-C1
Number of Ss: 24 (6 groups of 4)


	Language Introduced: Reported Speech

Language Skills: Listening comprehension and oral production
Time: 45’

	Teaching aids      

	- Blackboard (BB), CD player

- Realia: a rock song (not created for ELT purposes), Monday Morning 5.19 by Rialto
- a short film created by 2 pupils (whereby the story of the song is dramatized)



	Lesson Objectives   

	By the end of this lesson, Ss will be able to:

- Report speech
- Use some vocabulary related to human relationships (couple, cheating etc)

In the long run, having the Ss divided into groups enables them to collaborate and assume roles.

	 1. Ss are shown the short film whereby two of their classmates pantomime the story of the song (a couple, John and Demie, eventually breaks up because Demie does not pick up the phone even though she had said that she would be at home)

2. Ss, in groups, try to come up with a story explaining what has happened in the film they watched. 
Tip: While the groups write their stories the teacher should walk among them functioning as a facilitator.
3. The groups present their stories. Indirect speech is elicited. Eg. Why is John mad? What did Demie say when she left his house?

4. The teacher explains that they have reported Demi’ s words 

The function of reported speech is elicited.

1. Ss are given a hand-out (see appendix) with John’s account of the story (in indirect speech, as he supposedly narrated it to the teacher) and are asked to write his exact words in direct speech.

Tip: The teacher monitors the groups of Ss and provides further explanation on the task they are required to do.
2.  Ss listen to the song to find out if they have found John’s exact words.

3. Ss listen again. John’s words, which happen to be the song’s lyrics are read aloud. Ss’ mistakes are discussed and feedback is provided

The key points of the lesson are discussed and HW is assigned. Suggested HW: The reporting of the supposed dialogue between John and the teacher (ex. C on the handout) which is helps Ss practice the reporting of questions, the tackling of exceptions and the use of various introductory verbs in reported speech.

� Reported speech as a grammatical structure had been prior introduced. This lesson serves as a kind of consolidation of the previous lesson.


� This is an ice breaking activity designed for the checking of vocabulary. It is especially effective when employed on a regular basis. In each lesson one of the Ss writes each of the words introduced on a small piece of paper which is folded and put in the “Language Box”. In the next lesson the teacher has some Ss pick one of these pieces and describe what it is (or provide a synonym, an example etc) to the rest of the class who are supposed to find the word jotted on the paper.


� The typically separate stages of presentation and production are joint in the case of this lesson plan, for, as it was noted above, the whole lesson functions as the consolidation of the already presented phenomenon of reported speech.
