Students

Class of 25-30 students, age range 13-14.

Level: Intermediate level
Time available : 45’ – the class takes place three times a week.

Teaching materials : Think Teen – 1st Grade of Junior High School- ΠΡΟΧΩΡΗΜΕΝΟΙ (Unit 7).  

Main Aim

Learn to speak. Performing speech acts: persuading, providing information, expressing personal opinion. Reinforcement of several communication strategies (replacement, repair, circumlocution and clarification).

Rome is perhaps the perfect capital for a country like Italy. For the traveller, all of this is much less evident than the sheer weight of history that the city supports. There are of course the city’s classical features, most visibly the Colosseum, and the Forum and Palatine Hill; but from here there’s an almost uninterrupted sequence of monuments – from early Christian basilicas, Romanesque churches, Renaissance palaces, right up to the fountains (like Fontana di Trevi) and churches of the Baroque period, which perhaps more than any other era has determined the look of the city today. There is the modern epoch too, from the Neoclassical architecture of the post-Unification period to the public buildings of the Mussolini years. There are medieval churches atop ancient basilicas above Roman palaces; roads and piazzas (squares) follow the lines of ancient amphitheatres and stadiums. 

Rome doesn’t have the nightlife of, say, Paris or London, or even of its Italian counterparts to the north – culturally it’s rather provincial – and its food, while delicious, is simple. But its atmosphere is like no other city – a monumental, busy capital and yet an appealingly relaxed place, with a centre that has yet to be taken over by chainstores and big hotels. There are museums, churches and other buildings that have been “in restoration” as long as anyone can remember that have reopened, and some of the city’s historic collections have been rehoused, making it all the more easy to get the most out of Rome. 

Across Via del Corso to the major shopping streets and alleys around the Spanish Steps down to the main artery of Via Nazionale; to the major sites of the ancient city to the south; and to the huge expanse of the Villa Borghese park to the north. Home to the Vatican and Saint Peter’s.
