Lesson Plan of the Listening Lesson -based on Harmer’s suggestions (Harmer, 1991)

Students

Class of 25-30 students, age range 13-14.

Level: Intermediate level
Time available : 45’ – the class takes place three times a week.

Teaching materials : Think Teen – 1st Grade of Junior High School- ΠΡΟΧΩΡΗΜΕΝΟΙ (p.104).  

Main Aim

Teaching Listening as a skill. Reinforcement of several listening strategies (inferencing, monitoring, predicting).

Assumptions

Ss have already been exposed to the specific genres involved. They already know lots of words in relation to travelling. They possess certain real-world knowledge, i. e. where Fontana di Trevi is (or could be on the basis of its pronunciation!)

Teaching aids : The blackboard, relevant tasksheets.

Language: Past Simple and vocabulary on “travelling”.
